Turin 1764-17.1.1831

In a 1787 poem dedicated to her, the Torinese
conte Felice Sammartino della Motta (1762—
1818) praised the work of “gentildonna
Giosefina Borghese, abilissima del dipingere con
pastello”. He refers to Giuseppina Quaglia, wife
of Pietro Francesco Borghese. Sammartino
(referred to as Félix de Saint-Martin in Pahin de
La Blancherie’s report) recommended that
Borghese turn to oil painting instead of pastel,
following the example of Louis Guttenbrunn
(¢..). Carlo Felice di Savoia, future re di
Sardegna, records in his unpublished diary for
24.v.1788 “Il y vint Mme Borgheis, qui présent
un portrait qu’elle a fait de la Princesse [de
Piémont], tres bien fait, elle vint aussi au bal.”
Her artistic talents were passed on to her
daughter Ottavia Borghese, contessa Masino di
Mombello (1791- ). The catalogue of the
pictures exhibited in Turin in 1820 includes a
list of five of her pastels, possibly made earlier
but still in her possession.
