Ratouis de Limay speculated that the pastellist,
of whom he knew only the 1766 pendants sold
in 1911, might be related to the Caffieri (or
Caffiéri) dynasty of sculptors. The inscription
on the Calviere drawing confirms this,
identifying the pastellist as a member of the
youngest generation of naval sculptors working
at Brest. He was the son of Chatles-Philippe
Caffieri (1695-1766), who taught him to draw
and to whom he was apprenticed as éleve
sculpteur au port de Brest. From 1760 to 1764
he studied at the Académie royale in Paris,
returning to Brest to act as assistant to his
father. In 1772 his salary was increased from
1000 livres to 1400, and he was awarded a
bonus of 1200 livres having told the ministre
that “depuis six ans il était chargé de ses huit
freres et sceurs, et qu'il n’avait pu soutenir cette
famille sans contracter des dettes, pour la
somme de 4200 1.” In 1774 he retired through ill
health. In the same year he was nominated (by
brevet issued by Vergennes) ingénieur-
géographe au ministere des Affaires étrangeéres.

The year of death given in eatly sources,
1779, cannot be correct, as on 7.1v.1791 (AN
MC/LIX/362) an order was made for arrears of
pension. More recent unsourced genealogies
give his death in Paris either on 28.1.1794 or
22.V1.1794; it is not clear if either is correct.
Some sites incorrectly report marriages of
relatives as of Chatles-Marie.

The group of five members of the Barentin
family represents more than half the surviving
ceuvre, but they are complemented by the
curious portrait of the supposedly 130-year old
Jean Causeur and by that of the martyr Dom
Chevreux, the modelling of whose face shows
something of the sculptural quality Caffieri may
have imbibed from his family. His uncle was the
Benedictine Dom Honoré Métier.
