Evidently a nun, probably from the Vaucluse
area. Pierre-Laurent Délancier, a local judge in
Gordes, might have been her relation; his
daughter Ursule-Claire, a nun at the couvent de
Sainte-Ursule in Avignon, was born in Gordes,
21.X.1756 and died in Avignon, 29.1V.1833; her
name en religion is not known.
