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DRYANDER, Johann Friedrich
Sankt Johann, Saar 26.1v.1756-29.111.1812
Painter to the court of Nassau-Saarbricken. He
was a pupil of Johann Jakob Samhammer,
Hofmaler at Saarbriicken, from 1772 until 1774,
when the new prince was forced to abolish the
office to reduce expenditure. Dryander
accompanied Samhammer to Darmstadt, along
with Johann Heinrich Schmidt-Fornaro. From
1778 he worked among minor courts, including
those of Solms-Laubach and Sayn-Wittgenstein.
After the marriage of Fiirst Ludwig von Nassau-
Saarbriicken in 1788, Dryander was appointed
to the reestablished office of Hofmaler. In the
same year he married a widow, Catharina

Elisabeth Zix.

He advertised in the Affiches, annonces et avis

divers pour les Trois Evéchés et la Lorraine for 1807:
Le sieur Dryander, ancien peintre du ci-devant
prince de Nassau-Saarbruck, connu depuis plusieurs
années a Metz par la resemblance qu’il donne aux
portraits, offre ses services a ceux qui voudraient
faire tirer les leurs, et il les prévient de son arrivée
dans cette ville et quiil y séjournera environ trois
semaines, rue des Prisons-Militaires, n° 454.

A portrait of M. Barthélemy, the former
maire of Metz, from the collection of his
descendants  (medium  unknown),  was
reproduced in Jean-Julien, Les Municipalités de
Merz.

From 1791 until just before his death in
1812, he kept an Arbeitsbuch: of 836 works;
more than half were oil paintings, and 176
miniatures, but only 29 pastels. Evidently he
used the medium more at the beginning of his
career: the earliest surviving example dates from
1778, and it is possible that the practical
convenience of using pastel as an itinerant
portraitist played some role in this. He may also
have been influenced by the pastels of Schréder
(g.».) which he copied in oil and miniature.

Echoes of Schréder, Tischbein, and even J.
Ph. Bach (g4.2.) may be found in his work, and it
seems likely that the marked stylistic differences
in the few known works are due to their being
copies of other works as much as incorrect
attributions. The numerous vetrsions of his
portrait of Auguste Wilhelmine zu Hessen-
Darmstadt show cutious differences in the chair
and the corner of the table; the composition
with the sitter holding a bunch of flowers was
derived from Vigée Le Brun’s portrait of Marie-
Antoinette en gaulle, of which a version was
given to a Prinzessin von Hessen-Darmstadt in
1783.
