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GEIGER, Conrad
Etlangen 1751 — Schweinfurt 1808

Geiger educated at the Gymnasium
Fridericianum in Erlangen before joining the
studio of Christoph Fesel, Hofmaler to the
Furstbischof of Wiirzburg. From 1769 to 1772
he was attached to the court of Karl Johann
Georg ReuB3 in Etlangen, after which he became
an itinerant artist in Franconia, including
Bamberg, Nurnberg etc. In 1777 he settled in
Schweinfurt, producing history and altar
paintings as well as portraits. He married
Johanna Barbara Schéner in 1780; their daughter
Anna Margarete (g.2.) became an artist.

Geiger worked in oil and in various drawing
media, executing portraits in a broad range of
different styles. Of the 203 numbers in
Schneider’s catalogue (1990), some 22 used
pastel; most of these date to after 1793 when he
seems to have been influenced by the prolific
pastellist Johann Philipp Bach (g.2.). A number
of the pastels bear labels on the verso with the
conservation message “An Pastellmahlerey darf
nicht geklopft werden” or variants.
