Also Lowe. A pupil of Le Sueur, Chodowiecki
and Frisch in Berlin, he produced portraits in
oil, pastel, miniature, silverpoint and pen and
ink. He taught at the Berlin Akademie from
1798. He was a Freemason. He sent miniatures
to the Berlin Akademie in 1788, together with a
small drawing of Narcissus which, according to
the critic in the Journal von und fiir Dentschland, V1,
1789, p. 317f, “zeigten, daB H. Lowe zeichen

gelernet hat und zwar mit Ausdruck.”
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
