Son and brother of sculptors in Toulouse. He
published  Précepts sur la maniere d’apprendre a
dessiner in 1804, and a catalogue of the pictures in
the musée de Toulouse (of which he was
director from 1793) in 1806. He was described as
“peintre restaurateur de tableaux, & maitre de
dessein” in an auction catalogue he edited in
1780. The identification of the pendant girls with
this artist is based only on the reported signature.
