Also ’Homme; capitaine in the régiment de
Bourbon, infanterie, chevalier de Saint-Louis,
and amateur pastellist. The family held the
position of sommeliers ordinaire du roi for over
two centuries, an office that conferred nobility
on Jacques Lhomme de La Pinsonniere, chef du
goblet du roi, in 1684 (AN Z'A 572). Louis-
Claude, possibly a great-grandson, was born
24.V11.1737 and entered service as an enseigne in
1757, lieutenant 1758. The end of the Seven
Years War reduced his opportunities for
promotion, but he was commissioned capitaine
en second in 1778, and two years later joined the
naval expeditionary force of the chevalier de
Ternay on the Ardent (recently captured from the
British navy), when he was awarded the Saint-
Louis in recognition of the engagement at Brest
on 16.111.1780. He married Marie-Francoise-
Chatrlotte Bigot de Freulleville, and their son
Jacques-Louis-Marie-Alexis (1788-1869) was a
deputy and pair de France in 1839.

The date of execution of ¢.1750 provided by
the inscriptions on some of these pastels is
surely too eatly. His cousin and fellow-officer
Trémault was awarded the Saint-Louis in 1772,
putting a terminus post quem on the eatlier
portrait of him, while the self-portrait shows an
épaulette on the sitter’s right shoulder, which,
unless in reverse, suggests that it was made after
his promotion in 1778. The second portrait of
Trémault attributed to Lhomme is evidently
rather later. The unnamed officer has gold lace,
indicating a different regiment. All the pastels
descended in the Trémault and Mitleau families.
