The second child of Marco Molin and Giustina
Vitturi, Giovanni Molin became a cardinal and
bishop of Brescia. According to a letter of
12.11.1755 from his younger brother Gaetano to
Friar Ludovico, prior to his oridination in 1725
Molin had an inclination to “il disegno,
l'architettura, la  musica e la  pittura,
principalmente a pastello.”
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
