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OUDRY, Jacques-Charles 
Paris 1720 – Lausanne 3.VII.1778 

Jean-Baptiste Oudry’s son was a still life painter; 
agréé and reçu 1748. He became Charles de 
Lorraine’s premier peintre de la cour de 
Bruxelles. His burial entry in Lausanne notes 
that he remained a Roman Catholic. It is unclear 
whether this single study in pastel is correctly 
attributed.
