groschen according to the size and paper used.
Some of his portraits were engraved. Although
there is some interest in the celebrated sitters he
portrayed (Ernst II. was an enlightened prince,
attracting scientists such as the astronomer von
Zack for whom the obsetrvatory was established),
the pastels are perfunctory in execution and
limited in achievement. An oil of August von
Sachsen-Gotha-Altenburg from 1795 is rather
more careful.
