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SYDOW, Frau von, née Helene

Dorothea Johanna Nohren
Brzeg 14.1.1756 — Berlin 121v.1792
Always known as Johanna, or Jeanette, Nohren
or Noren, she was actually born Helene
Dorothea, in Brzeg (Brieg, in Silesia). She
arrived in Berlin in 1781 and became a pupil of
Chodowiecki  (4.2) who mentions her
(sometimes elliptically) in his correspondence.
She studied with Johnn Heinrich Schmidt 1783—
84. She was made an honorary member (and the
first female artist) of the Berlin Akademie in
1784 under the patronage of Friedrich Wilhelm
IL. She specialised in copies after other masters.
On 3.VIL1785 she married a poor but noble
Prussian officer, Otto Heinrich von Sydow
(1761-1840); a captain in the Lottum-Dragon-
Regiment; they moved to Wroclaw in 1787, but
had returned to Betlin at the time of her death,
12.1v.1792. One of three children, Ottilie
Friederike Wilhelmine, survived infancy, and
married another Prussian officer, Philipp von
Hiseler. The critic thought her submissions to
the 1788 Berlin Akademie infetior to those of

Mlle Tassaert (g.2.).
