Tiziano Vecelli etc. The great Venetian painter 
and draughtsman is not known to have made 
any pastels, although Betti, Coypel and 
Giovanna Messini, as well as a number of 
unidentified hands, made pastel copies of his 
works. The Antaldi pastel may well be a copy by 
Timoteo (q.v.). However, in a letter to Pietro 
Aretino, dated Rome, 11.III.1545, Paolo Giovio 
asks Aretino to send him his portrait in pastel: 

ma perche il pittore non seppe cavare à mio gusto 
l’effigie vostra della medaglia, che mi donaste; 
desideraci d’haverne un schizzo de colore, se ben de 
pastelli, & piccolo di mezzo foglio, senon, in tela da 
un qualche terzuolo del signor Titiano: acciò che al 
sacro Museo si vegga la proprie effigie, & non 
trasformata in un peregrino Romeo. Et di gratia 
tenetemi in gratuissima del signor compar Titiano. 
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
