Ratouis de Limay confusingly prints the date on
the label of this “honourable” work as 1683,
while Valentin is described as “éléve de La
Tour”. The reference to the école de Rome
permits us to identify the pastellist with the
pupil of Vien who worked in Rome from 1769
to 1772. He exhibited at the Salon of 1791.
During the Revolution he was established at
Quimper, and taught drawing at the Ecole

centrale du Finistére.
