Lyon 1722 — p.1786
Architect and painter. According to sources
such as the Almanachs de Lyon, in which he
appears between 1766 and 1786, de Verricre
(1772) or Bal de Verriere (1779) “peint le
portrait et Ihistoire, rue Puits-Gaillot, dans la
maison de M. Allier, vis-a-vis de la Comédie”; in
1767, “peint le portrait et I’histoire, a I’huile et
au pastel, raccommode supérieurement les
anciens tableaux, a entrée de la rue Buisson, du
coté des Cordeliers, maison de M. Ortcel,
maison de Bacot, au coin de la Basseville (1772),
dans la grande cour (1779).” He is first recorded
in 1739 when he estimated a project for the
Filles Pénitentes in 1739. Plans for a “Machine
sur le Rhéne pour ratiner les étoffes”, which he
drew for the inventor in 1785, are in the
Archives municipales de Lyon. Michel Bal de
Verriere, ancien aide de camp, architecte, was
recorded as a freemason in Lyon (Frere
Terrible, Saint-Jean de Jérusalem) 178284, aged
60.
