Christophe
Paris 1743 — Rouen 9.X1.1809

A pupil of his father Pierre (c.1723-1789), who
exhibited still lifes at the Salon de Saint-Luc in
1753 and 1762; he enrolled at the école de
I’Académie royale under Vien ¢.1758. A second
entry in the register, in .X1.1766, agé de 23 ans,
shows him under the protection of Boucher.
The submission to the 1773 exhibition in the
place Dauphine is the only evidence of Vitry as
pastellist; the critic complained that “Des
étoffes d’un ton un peu trop brillant ont paru
nuire a ’effet des tétes”.

Pierre-Frangois-Christophe was a minor
when his mother, Genevieve-Thérese
Delaroche, died in 1749 (registre de clotures
d’inventaires, AN Y5274). On 26.1V.1794 he
married a Catherine Oblin in Rouen. His year of
birth is inferred from his age at death.
