Also Camphuijsen, Kamphuysen, Kamphuyzen, 
Kampenhuizen etc. Painter, miniaturist, 
draughtsman and pastellist, he produced 
portraits, landscapes and genre pictures. In 1761 
he executed a number of miniatures for the van 
Alderwerelt family. He became a member of the 
Confrerie Pictura (where he was noted for 
portrait, landscapes and miniatures) in The 
Hague in 1762 before relocating to Groningen 
for some ten years. He is possibly related to the 
miniaturist Jean or Jan Kamphuisen (1760–
1840) from Amsterdam, cited in the Journal de 
Guienne as visiting Bordeaux in 1786. A number 
of portraits in black chalk are reminsicent of 
Liotard.
