Orléans 1748 — p.1793
A beautifully inscribed label is attached to the
back of this rather unimpressive pastel by this
artist. His carte de sureté (Paris, 16.VII1.1793)
describes the “peintre”, aged 45, living in rue du
Four, having arrived in Paris 8 years previously
from Nantes (where his only known pastel was
made according to the Latin inscription); he was
born in Orléans.
